We welcome back our Grade 10-12 students to full-time in-class learning on the 19th of April, 2021.  We are excited for this opportunity, however, we remind students and parents that it is just as important as ever to maintain the precautions outlined in our operational plan to help to keep students and staff safe and ensure the safe operation of our school.  This document is a quick summary of major items or changes coming on the 19th.  For more detail, please refer to our summary plan or full plan, both available on our website at pcssrams.ca

Health and Safety / Students:

Desks and work areas will be spaced out as much as possible within the available space.  Staff will maintain a 2m distance from students where possible and wear a mask when it’s not possible to maintain a 2m distance.

Students will continue to sanitize/wash hands frequently, maintain distance from other students, wear masks in hallways (optional/not required within classrooms), sanitize chairs/desks and shared technology, and to stay home when sick.
Limiting mixing between our grade 8-9 and 10-12 students remains an important part of our COVID-19 operational plan.  We have staggered transition times, lunch times, and dismissal times in our schedules in order to help to accomplish this.

Students may not congregate in hallways, the front foyer, or the front entrance way.  

Students will be asked to limit their eating time in the cafeteria to the allotted times, and then to exit the cafeteria to allow for the next cohort to have access.
Learning Support:
Our Student Learning Support room (room 202, near the library), will remain open throughout the day for students to seek support during their lunch time and when/if teachers assign them to that space for extra assistance.
Schedule:

We will maintain a “Day 1”, “Day 2” schedule for Grade 10-12, but students will attend all day, each day.  In other words, they will attend Block A twice in a day on Day 1 and Block B twice in a day on Day 1.  Students will attend Block C twice in a day on Day 2 and Block D twice in a day on Day 2.  Attendance will be taken in each class and students are expected to attend all classes.

Lockers:
